1. Classes 1 - 5: The competition is open to all NAFAS members who have paid
their affiliation fee, except for members of the National Photography Committee,
who may not enter the competition.

2. Class 6 is open to junior members of any club affiliated to NAFAS.

3. Entry Fee: Class 6, Juniors - no charge. All others, £1.00 per image,
maximum of three entries in each class.

4. No image that has previously won a NAFAS award may be entered more than
once in any NAFAS National Photography Competition.

5. No image can be entered into more than one class.

6. No manipulation except basic overall adjustment faithful to the original image is
allowed, except in Class 3.

7. Entrants submitting images of floral exhibits should, as far as possible,
acknowledge the arranger or state if the exhibit is the photographer’'s own work.

8. All images must have been taken by the competitor.
9. The judge’s decision is final.
10. Images must be a minimum of 2000 pixels in width or height, depending on the

aspect (portrait or landscape).

11. Images should be emailed separately as an attachment (one per email) to the
Competition Secretary, chris.harten@gmail.com and the completed entry form,
together with your entry fee (cheques in £ sterling made payable to NAFAS)
should be posted to the address below.
